Both of the Crossroads Racing cars are Holden Torana’s however John’s LX Hatchback has 
the goods over Paul’s “UPON2” LH sedan. 

Even though the 4 door has a much bigger 
engine than the 2 door… the Hatchback is 
much faster burning down the quarter mile 
blacktop at just under 7 seconds and at 
speeds in excess of 320kph (200mph).  
 
Featuring in the Pro Street Outlaw class, the 
Hatchback Torana will be taking on 
Sydney’s Ivan Tesic and his 6 second Twin
